The original portrait of Alexander the Great displayed at Acropolis Museum is made of Pentelic
marble and was most likely sculpted by Leochares around 345 BC. Perhaps it was made after

the Battle of Chaeronea, when Alexander visited Athens. The portrait was found in 1886 near

the Erechtheion of Acropolis of Athens. Young Alexander looks straight ahead, with wide eyes,

and his lips slightly parted. His curly hair, at mid-length are evenly distributed, and divided into
individualized locks, one of which flops slightly over his forehead. The sculpture was discovered in
good condition, although there is some weathering and chip off from the nose area and hair.

This relief is based on a digital scan model of the head and made by modern computer based design
keeping all the original proportions and detail.
