This figurine of exquisite beauty named a whole class of early Cycladic figurines, the Kapsala variety, af-
ter a cemetery on Amorgos where it was found. It is one of the masterpieces of Cycladic marble sculpt-
ing of the prehistoric era about 5.000 years ago. Scientific analysis has shown that the surface of the
marble was painted with mineral-based pigments —azurite for blue and iron ores, or cinnabar for red.
The strict geometric structure, the harmonious proportions and the abstract quality epitomize those
virtues that made Cycladic art a source of inspiration for important twentieth-century artists and estab-
lished it as one of the most distinctive forms of Western artistic expression.

In the mid-20th century, as collectors competed for the modern-looking figures that seemed so similar
to sculpture by Jean Arp or Constantin Brancusi, sites were looted and a brisk trade in forgeries arose.
The context for many of these Cycladic Figurines has thus been mostly destroyed; their meaning may
never be completely understood.
