In Minoan Crete the bull was the central devotional and ceremonial character. This fresco depicts a
Bull-Leaping scene, and was once located in the east wing of the palace of Knossos. The participants
were young men and women and this ritual is probably tied to the legend of the Minotaur. The bull
rushes towards the competitor who grabs its horns, passes over its back and lands on the back side of
the animal. It is dated around 1450 BC.

Frescoes are one of the most brilliant expressions of the Minoan art. Unfortunately, almost all of
the works that have been discovered are fragmentary. Only when viewing the excellently preserved,
contemporary murals of Thera, will one be able to reconstruct mentally the flamboyant premises

of the Minoan palaces. There are strong indications that many scenes pertaining human forms, if
not all, had a ceremonial or symbolic meaning and depicted rituals and fairs, or activities in their
preparation stages, and sometimes also included depictions of deities.
