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The famous fresco depicting dolphins swimming amongst fish by sea urchins covered the north wall
of the Queen’s Apartments in the Minoan Palace of Knossos. As with other frescos from Knossos, the
final reconstruction was based on very few fragments. The reconstruction was made by the renowned
archaeological illustrator and architect, Piet de Jong called by Sir Arthur Evans. It is dated around
1600 BC, and currently exhibited at the Heraklion Archaeological Museum.

Frescoes are one of the most brilliant expressions of the Minoan art. Unfortunately, almost all of

the works that have been discovered are fragmentary. Only when viewing the excellently preserved,
contemporary murals of Thera, will one be able to reconstruct mentally the flamboyant premises

of the Minoan palaces. There are strong indications that many scenes pertaining human forms, if
not all, had a ceremonial or symbolic meaning and depicted rituals and fairs, or activities in their
preparation stages, and sometimes also included depictions of deities.
